Mrs. Horton was a data collector 

for Northeast Georgia RESA as well as a classroom teacher in the Clarke County School 

District for 14 years. She was an assistant principal in both Walton Co. and Clarke Co.

Harold P. Horton, also a native of Athens and educated in the public schools here, 

graduated from Albany State University with a Bachelor’s degree in Elementary 

Education and later received a Master’s in Education and an Ed.S. from the University 

of Georgia in Administration and Supervision. Mr. Horton was a middle grades teacher 

in Madison Co. and Clarke Co. and completed the management development program 

with the Citizens and Southern National Bank, ultimately being promoted to banking 

officer. He served as principal at Lyons MS and Burney-Harris-Lyons MS; he retired in 

1993 after serving as the principal at Chase Street ES.
