Frusanna Sneed Booth (1921-1992) was a native of St. Charles, MO. She served as a high 
school English teacher and Director of Instruction in the Clarke County School District 
from 1966 to 1978. The Frusanna S. Booth Chair for Teachers of English and Language 
Arts was established in the early 1990s by Mrs. Booth’s four daughters, the Foundation, 
and Alps Rd. ES principal Dr. Joan Humphries, and was first presented in 1998. The Chair 
is given in even-numbered years, for a two-year term.
